SECTION	1.	The authority of the Midlands Technical College Enterprise Campus Authority to dispose of surplus property, as established by Act 189 of 2018 and contained in Section 59‑53‑1784(C) of the 1976 Code, is permanently enacted by the provisions of this act.

SECTION	2.	SECTION 2 of Act 189 of 2018 is repealed.

SECTION	3.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
