Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 8‑11‑160(D) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 76 of 2021, is further to read:

	“(D)	Salary increases for agency heads must be based on recommendations by each agency board or commission to the Agency Head Salary Commission and their recommendations to the General Assembly; however, a salary increase shall not become effective until approved by a majority of the Senate and a majority of the House of Representatives in separate votes held only on the question of each individual increase.”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
