Code Sections 44‑69‑10 et seq., the Department of Health and Environmental Control (“Department”) sets standards for the care, treatment, health, safety, welfare, and comfort of patients served by home health agencies, and for the maintenance and operation of home health agencies. The Department amends R.61‑77, Standards for Licensing Home Health Agencies, to ensure alignment with current federal and state laws, and revise definitions and requirements for obtaining licensure, inspections, personnel, enforcement, patient care, record maintenance and retention, and licensure standards.

The Department had a Notice of Drafting published in the April 23, 2021, South Carolina State Register.
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
