Fiscal Impact Summary

This bill clarifies the procedures and requirements for individuals whose license or permit was
suspended due to driving under the influence of alcohol who may participate in the Interlock
Device (IID) program or obtain a temporary alcohol license from the Department of Motor
Vehicles (DMV) as passed in Act 55 of 2023.

DMV indicates that as the bill is clarifying current procedures, it will have no additional
expenditure impact on the agency. The bill will also have no additional expenditure impact on
the Department of Probation, Pardon, and Parole Services (PPP), which administers the 11D
program. Additionally, the bill will have no impact on state revenue as it does not change any
fees.

State Expenditure

Therefore,
the bill will have no state revenue impact.
