A senate RESOLUTION

TO RECOGNIZE AND HONOR Anne Eller for her outstanding service to broadcasting and to extend sincere appreciation for her dedication to the citizens of Greenwood County and the State of South Carolina.

[bookmark: wa_58650595c]Whereas, the members of the South Carolina Senate are pleased to recognize Anne Eller for faithfully serving the Lakelands region as a broadcaster, journalist, and community advocate; and

Under her leadership, WCRS Radio has become an integral and trusted media platform in the Lakelands and remains one of the few independently owned radio stations in South Carolina; and
