In 1986, he became a project manager for the Budget and Control Board and would later serve as a budget analyst before becoming the board’s director of research and administration in 1989; and

After five years as a consultant, he became the insurance policy director at PEBA in 2015. Mr. Tester served in this role for eleven years for a combined total of forty years of public service; and

He oversaw the development of funding requirements for the self‑funded plans and pricing for the State Health Plan provider networks, and he ensured the health plan offered a comprehensive, competitive package of benefits, among other pivotal duties and responsibilities; and
