Reared on Hilton Head Island, he graduated from high school in Bluffton and enlisted in the United States Army as a cannon crewman and field radio repairman. Throughout his career, he remained deeply connected to his Lowcountry roots and Gullah Geechee heritage; and

He also graduated from Savannah State University in 1989 with a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice, where he was honored as a distinguished military graduate, earned a Master of Divinity from Candler School of Theology at Emory University in 1992, and was ordained and endorsed by the National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc.; and

His service culminated in his appointment as the 26th Chief of Chaplains of the United States Army and promotion to the rank of Major General. In this capacity, he provided strategic leadership for the Army Chaplain Corps and oversaw religious support and spiritual care for soldiers, families, and Army civilians worldwide; and
