[bookmark: ns_T12C37N220_3a4a9c359][bookmark: ss_T12C37N220S54_lv1_6079ba109]	(54) to the extent not already exempt pursuant to Section 12‑37‑250, one hundred percent of the fair market value of the primary residence of an individual who has reached the age of seventy years on or before December thirty‑first, eighty percent of the fair market value of the primary residence of an individual who has reached the age of sixty‑nine years on or before December thirty‑first, sixty percent of the fair market value of the primary residence of an individual who has reached the age of sixty‑eight years on or before December thirty‑first, forty percent of the fair market value of a primary residence of an individual who has reached the age of sixty‑seven years on or before December thirty‑first, and twenty percent of the fair market value of the primary residence of an individual who has reached the age of sixty‑six years on or before December thirty‑first.
