An entity that hires or employs an individual that is located in the United States with an H‑1B or Optional Practical Training (OPT) visa may not receive any state economic development incentives. State economic development incentives include, but are not limited to, job or employee tax credits, general business tax credits, infrastructure credits, property rehabilitation and housing credits, conservation credits, energy conservation and alternative energy credits, sales tax exemptions, property tax exemptions, and fee in lieu of property tax agreements.
