(A) A person may not knowingly advertise or offer to purchase or sell, or purchase, sell, or otherwise transfer for valuable consideration, a human embryo created by in vitro fertilization. As used in this section, the term “valuable consideration” does not include the reasonable costs associated with the removal, storage, and transportation of a human embryo.
