If the custodian fails to comply, the fiduciary or designated recipient may apply to the court for an order directing compliance.
[bookmark: ss_T62C2N1080S2_lv2_fdbc938c6]		(2) If the fiduciary applying for an order pursuant to item (1) is a parent or legal guardian of the user and the user is a deceased minor, the court shall treat the fiduciary’s application as expedited and aim to resolve the application within thirty days after the application is filed.
