[bookmark: ss_T56C3N1910S3_lv2_eff275ab8]		(3) a restriction by lung disease to the extent that the person’s forced expiratory volume for one second when measured by spirometry is less than one liter, or the arterial oxygen tension is less than sixty mm/hg on room air at rest;

If the person’s status improves to a higher level, for example as a result of bypass surgery or transplantation, he no longer meets this criteria;
