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A joint Resolution

TO AMEND Section 26, ARTICLE V OF THE CONSTITUTION OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1895, RELATING TO THE appointment of magistrates, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT they SHALL BE APPOINTED BY THE GOVERNOR by and WITH THE ADVICE AND CONSENT OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY RATHER THAN By the advice and consent of the senate; to provide for a majority vote of each chamber of the general assembly; to delete provisions providing the general assembly shall provide for magistrates’ terms of office and their civil and criminal jurisdiction; and to provide for terms of office of magistrates of four years and until their successors are appointed and qualified.

[bookmark: bs_num_1_edebea8ce][bookmark: dl_dc7a446cb]SECTION 1.	It is proposed that Section 26, Article V of the Constitution of this State be amended to read:

The Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the SenateGeneral Assembly, shall appoint a number of magistrates in such number for each county as may be provided by law. The General Assembly shall provide for their terms of office and their civil and criminal jurisdiction. The terms of office must be uniform throughout the State. The General Assembly shall require a majority vote of each chamber.  The terms of office of magistrates shall be four years and until their successors are appointed and qualified.

Ballots must be provided at the various voting precincts with the following words printed or written on the ballot:
