At age nine, she even attempted to guide a plow behind a donkey, humorously recalling that if the plow had wheels, she might have had better luck; and

She also found joy in the performing arts, starring in leading roles with the Marlboro Players in productions such as Annie Get Your Gun and Oklahoma, and participating in numerous dinner theatre performances; and
