She holds management certifications from Duke University, the University of Tennessee, and the Crosby Quality College of Orlando, Florida. For over three decades, Judge Jenkins worked to ensure the safety and well-being of children, older adults, and families in Dorchester County. Having served for fifteen years as the county director, she received numerous honors for her work, including commendation recorded in the Congressional Records; and
