The Lady Barons knew they had to keep their momentum up forty‑eight hours later to finish strong, maintain that first‑place spot, and claim the state title; and

Wilson Hall’s only individual champion was Molly Jones winning the 400‑meter hurdles with a time of 1:05.63. The 4x400‑meter relay team, consisting of Molly Jones, Abby Bradley, Bailey Flemming, and Ella Still, also won with a finishing time of 4:04.93, setting a school record. The Lady Barons had six second-place finishes and scored points in twenty‑four other events, all helping to secure their first-place overall position; and
