Hughes also helped the Panthers secure the win with two runs batted in and went 1‑for‑3 at the plate; and

Melton, and Landon Tedder, who reached base on a fielder’s choice, by drawing a walk, and by singling, respectively; a fourth‑inning run by Manning Tolsen on a hit by Cohen Reid; and insurance runs later in the game, including a run by Evan Norris on a sacrifice RBI fly by Landon Tedder. The win for McBee showcased the strong teamwork, dedication, and perseverance of every Panther; and
