Heath. He grew up in the Ward One community where he developed the charismatic spirit and quick wit that would define him throughout his life. He graduated from Fairfield High School in 1965, where his natural athletic ability and leadership began to shine; and

His coaching career reached a pinnacle when the football team won three consecutive state championships from 1996-1998; and

Heath, but his fatherhood extended far beyond his own home, as a father figure to his students, to young people in the community, and to anyone who needed guidance; and

After his retirement from the school system, he was elected to the Fairfield County School Board and continued his commitment to education and young people; and
