She was extremely compassionate.” Ms. Good’s father expressed, “She had a good life, but a hard life. She was a wonderful person;” and

[bookmark: wa_9178971b9]Whereas, Good attended Old Dominion University in Virginia, graduating in 2020 with an English degree, the school said in a statement. “May Renee’s life be a reminder of what unites us: freedom, love, and peace. My hope is for compassion, healing, and reflection at a time that is becoming one of the darkest and most uncertain periods in our nation’s history,” Old Dominion President Brian O. Hemphill said in the statement. Now, therefore,
