TO AMEND THE SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS BY AMENDING SECTION 26‑1‑100, RELATING TO THE REGULATION OF NOTARIAL FEES, SO AS TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM FEES TO TEN DOLLARS.
