Newton ancestors served in this war and in following wars to keep our country safe and free, and the family takes great pride in their ancestor Giles Newton’s recognition as a “Patriot” by the Daughters of the American Revolution; and

Interestingly, the reunion was held on a Wednesday until the 1950s, at which time it seemed better for all families to change it to a Sunday. For many years now, the first Sunday in August has been the family’s reunion day, a grand tradition family members hope will continue and grow past their 2026 centennial; and

Newton. In addition, South Carolina Representative Jason Luck is married to a descendant of Giles Newton, and South Carolina House Sergeant at Arms Jeffrey Tolar and South Carolina Senate Sergeant at Arms Jackson Tolar are also Newtons; and
