The term does not include any goods, such as jewelry, or other items of utility, such as picture frames or collectables.
[bookmark: ss_T34C31N30S2_lv2_d03d38914]		(2) “Silver coin” means a precious metal with the chemical element of atomic number 47 in solid form, in the shape of rounds, bars, ingots, or bullion coins, which is valued for its metal content and is stamped or imprinted with its weight and purity and which solid form of chemical element atomic number 47 consists of at least 99.9 percent purity. The term does not mean any goods, such as jewelry, or other items of utility, such as picture frames or collectables.
