Seeking additional preparation for her life’s work, the young Angela furthered her education at Orangeburg‑Calhoun Technical College and Voorhees College, followed by training at Benedict College in business administration and at Columbia International University, where she received master’s degrees in teaching and in educational administration. She also holds an education specialist degree in curriculum and instruction from Cambridge College; received her bachelor’s degree in biblical studies from the International School of Religion and her master’s degree and a doctorate in divinity from the Spirit of Truth Institute in Richmond, Virginia; and holds a Ph.D. and Christian education degree from the Institute of Christian Works in Seattle, Washington. The Lord has used her to bring emotional healing to people who have been hurt, rejected, and deceived; and

Using her musical skills, she continues to contribute to her hometown, performing with the Celebration Choir, as well as singing with Rosemary Griffin and Company, the National Convention of Gospel Choirs and Choruses (Orangeburg Chapter), and the recording group Seasoned. As a Christian speaker, she recently spoke at Jones Memorial AME Zion Church’s Good Friday services; as a writer, she has authored Free! Not Locked Up Anymore, Spiritual Abuse in the Church, Inspired to Grow, The Grieving Process, and Behind the Mask, among numerous other publications; and
