Having graduated from Tupelo High School in 1969, Rob earned his Bachelor of Arts in music from Mississippi College in 1973 and his master’s in church music from Southern Baptist Theological Seminary; and

He became a licensed counselor in 1994 and then began his work as a guidance counselor. Rob served as guidance counselor with Summit Parkway and Blythewood Middle School until his retirement in 2014; and
