He graduated from Charleston High School and went on to attend the University of South Carolina, earning a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1975, followed by a juris doctor from the University of South Carolina School of Law in 1977; and

He is widely recognized as one of South Carolina’s leading litigators and also serves as a respected complex civil mediator. His distinguished service further includes his role as Honorary Consul for the Kingdom of Denmark for North and South Carolina since 2007. In recognition of his contributions, he was named Knight of the Order of the Dannebrog in 2016 and Knight First Class of the Order of the Dannebrog in 2023 by Queen Margrethe II of Denmark; and
