He received his early education at the Eastern Prep School, Eastern Jr. School, and St. John’s College. Upon graduating from St. John’s at the age of sixteen with six GCE ‘O’ Levels, he was employed as a construction worker. Later, he secured employment at Barclays Bank before resigning to pursue a career as an articled clerk with Wallace-Whitfield and Barnwell. He was called to the Bar of the Commonwealth of the Bahamas on March 5, 1975; and

He is a former partner in the law firm of Christie, Davis, and Company, and he has served as president and vice president of the Bahamas Bar Association. He has sat on the Council of Legal Education and its Executive Committee, as well as the Academic Committee of the Norman Manley Law School, Jamaica. He has served as a chairman of the National Insurance Board and as a magistrate in the Bahamas court system; and

Married to the former Ann Marie Austin, he is the father of six.
