Flora High School in 1987, LaTrell Harts continued her education at Spartanburg Methodist College, and after transferring to Benedict College, earned a bachelor’s degree in interdisciplinary studies in 2010. Inspired by her love of reading and her deep compassion for others, she later earned a master’s degree in library and information science and became a librarian; and
