Two judges must be elected from the first, second, fourth, sixth, eighth, tenth, and sixteenth circuits.  Three judges must be elected from the third, seventh, eleventh, twelfth, fourteenth, and fifteenth circuits.  Five judges must be elected from the fifth, ninth, and thirteenth circuits.

These additional judges must be elected without regard to county or circuit of residence.  Each office of the at‑large judges is a separate office and is assigned numerical designations of Seat No. 1 through Seat No. 7, respectively.
