(A) A law enforcement officer authorized, with reasonable suspicion, to detain a person found violating or attempting to violate any of the laws of the State and who detains a person, whether or not an arrest is subsequently made of such person, must activate audio and video recording equipment upon detaining a person and inform the detained person of the following:
