In addition, he produced and sold vegetables at the Columbia Farmers Market, further contributing to local agriculture and commerce; and

Though the property is no longer a pullet farm, it remains a lasting testament to the family’s heritage and to the enduring spirit and values instilled by Mr. and Mrs. Clark; and

Together, they attributed their achievements to their unwavering faith and to placing God first in their lives, values they passed on to their children and grandchildren; and
