(A)(1) If a state employee is convicted of, pleads guilty or nolo contendere to any crime involving criminal sexual misconduct with a minor or any crime involving the possession or distribution of child sexual abuse material, including child sexual abuse material that is artificial intelligence generated, then the state employee forfeits retirement benefits and health benefits attributable to the person’s state employment. If the provisions of this section are utilized, the applicable retirement system must refund the person’s employee contributions attributable to the person’s service.
