(A) Online companies that provide social media, streaming, gaming, or chatrooms including, but not limited to, Facebook, Instagram, TikTok, Netflix, Disney+, Roblox, and Hulu that have minor users must provide a parental control option for a parent of a minor to opt out of all content that is sexual in nature and content that features transgender individuals that are available on its platform.
