For purposes of a surviving spouse, “retirement income” also includes a retirement benefit plan and dependent indemnity compensation related to the deceased spouse's military service.
[bookmark: ss_T12C6N1171S2_lv2_62658c987]		(2) The term “qualified military retirement plan” means retirement income from all uniformed services defined under Title 38 of the United State Code and includes, but is not limited to, individuals who served in the Armed Forces, the United States Public Health Service Commissioned Corps, and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration Commissioned Corps.
