No insurer or agent shall refuse to issue an automobile insurance policy as defined in Section 38‑77‑30 solely because of any one of the following factors:  the previous refusal of automobile insurance by another insurer, prior purchase of insurance through the Associated Auto Insurers Plan, or lawful occupation, including the military service, of the person seeking the coverage.  Nothing in this section prohibits any insurer from limiting the issuance of motor vehicle insurance policies only to persons engaging in or who have engaged in a particular profession or occupation, or who are members of a particular religious sect, or members of a non‑profit member organization.
