Kaylee Hannon and Maddie Wiant delivered pivotal three‑run home runs, Addy Waters added another solo home run, and Garrison Aiken forced in the decisive run with a bases‑loaded walk in the bottom of the seventh; and

Byrnes later secured the title in the ninth, with a 5‑4 walk‑off win. Ellanie Yarrell lifted a crucial sacrifice fly. Addy Waters put the championship ball in play, allowing the tying and winning runs to score; and
