She attended Blue Branch Grammar School and later Mims High School, and graduated from McCormick High School in 1974, demonstrating perseverance and a lifelong dedication to learning; and

She founded and supported literacy initiatives such as “Each One Teach One,” worked with Clemson Extension programs, volunteered with 4‑H Clubs, served as a VISTA volunteer, supported Head Start initiatives, and assisted families in locating land, securing financing, and building affordable homes; and
